


6. ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES
Shut off all sources of ignition warn others to keep a safe distance
Personal precautions :Wear personal protective clothing. ( See paragraph 8 ).
When vapours, aerosols or mists are formed, wear suitable respiratory protection.

Environmental precautions :In case of an accident, avoid release of Material into the
environment. Prevent Material getting into sewerage systems or public waterways. Try to
collect as much as possible in an approved container for later disposal

Methods for cleaning up :Action may only be taken when fully protected. Contain the
area of spillage. Stop the source of leak. Large amounts should be pumped into a
container. Small amounts can be collected with absorbing materials. Small remaining
eftovers may be washed away with large amounts of water

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE
Take precautions against static discharge
Handling : Working areas and methods should be organised in such a way that direct
contact is avoided.Wear protective clothing. Wash and eye rinse facilities must be
accessible. When handling chemicals, do not eat, drink or smoke. Work directly from can do
not pour into open vessels. Do not use near naked flame or sources of heat.
Fire and explosion prevention :Store in a secure area, preferably in a metal cabinet
Storage requirements :Store in a dry cool, well ventilated suitable flammable liquids
store, away from all sources of ignition and heating. Keep the package closed if not in
use. Larger quantities (200 Litres) should be kept in purpose built stores
Other information : Always store in the original container. Do not use the empty
contaminated container for any other purposes. Replace cap atter use.

8. EXPOSURE CONTROLS / PERSONAL PROTECTION
As appropriate to quantity handled
Engineering controls : Ensure good ventilation and local exhaustion of the working
